March 16, 1939 - April 4, 2018

William (Bill) Grote was born in Grossenheidorn, Germany, on March 16th, 1939.

He died in Duncan, B.C., on April 4th, 2018.  Bill is survived by his remaining sister,
Eve, and nieces and nephews in Germany. Bill came to Canada in 1957, working
as a farm hand near Toronto, then as a cowboy in Maple Creek, Saskatchewan.
